Teaching and Learning in Difficult Times course is a British Councll initiative to respond to immediate
needs In practical approaches to teaching In challenging times.

- About the Programme

British Councll invites 40 teachers of any subject to attend a 4-day course (30 hours) on the subject of
“Teaching and Learning in Difficult Times”. The course will be held in English, at the British Councl|
vanue in Bucharest (Calea Dorobantilor 14), from Thuraday 27 October to Sunday 30 October.

Working with the British Councli experienced trainers, Cristlana Osan and Chris Sowton, teachers will be
supported to learn how to respond to the immediate needs of children who experienced trauma. This
intensive course provides theoretical background and practical activities that can be implemented in
everyday teaching when working with learnars that went through traumatlsing events.

The content will be delivered through plenary sessions while the workshops will focus on the practical
applicatlon of the content,

By the end of the course each partlcipant will be able to:

« give a definition of trauma and list the main types of traumna which can affect learners
« recognise the effects of certain types of trauma on leaming and behavlour in the classrooms
¢ [dentify her/his role in supporting learners who have experienced trauma

« create physical and emotional safety for these learners In the classroom through practical teaching
strategies

e recognise that pupils’' challenging behaviour can be viewed as distressed bshaviour
» understand the links between trauma and some types of behaviour

* Implement some practical trauma-informed classroom strategies to manage pupils’ distressed
behaviour,

+ oavaluate whether learnars feal safe within their classroom
¢ learn ways of making the classroom a safer space
